Imagine all you can see and do in England, Scotland and Wales from breathtaking views of rolling country sides,
incredible castles and bustling cities by travelling on the rail networks of Great Britain.

The Britrail Flexi Pass is a Flexi Pass valid for any 3, 4, 8 or 15 days unlimited travel within a 2 month period. Travel days
may be used consecutively or non consecutively.

A day of rail travel is a 24 hour period from midnight to midnight. This allows for unlimited travel on any number of trains
for each day of use.

General information

e To start using the pass it must be validated at a British train station before your first journey.

e Each further day of travel must be entered on your pass before you board the train.

e If on any day you travel on an overnight train that departs after 7pm and don't change trains before midnight then
you only have to enter the following day on your Pass.

o This pass does not cover the London Underground

Are passholder seat reservations compulsory?

Seat reservations on trains within Britain are not compulsory they are optional. You can purchase your rail pass and just
simply hop on the train you wish to travel on. Of course it depends on which class you purchase. If you purchase First
class then you can sit anywhere in First class and the same rule applies for a Second class pass. If you have a certain
date and time you would like to travel on then you can reserve a seat. Note: we generally cannot book seat reservations
on trains within Britain if the journey is shorter than 2hrs. We also cannot book overnight services in Britain.

Extra information

Inclusions

e The Britrail Consecutive Pass and Flexi Pass are valid for travel on the railway network of Great Britain (England,
Scotland and Wales).

e It is also valid for travel on the following London Airport Link services: Heathrow Express, Gatwick Express and
Stansted Express (Stansted Sky Train). Note: This will constitute a travel day off the pass.

e Passes can be validated at the train ticket office in London Heathrow Airport.

e Special passholder fare available on Eurostar.

¢ Free Child Offer: One child aged up to 15 years inclusive travels free for each paying adult or senior. The free
child offer must be requested at the time of booking the adult or senior pass. Additional children aged 5-15 years
pay half the adult fare. Children under 5 years travel free if not occupying a seat / bed.

e Youth : under 26 years.

e Youth Eurail Pass Fare: under 26 years and can only be purchased in conjunction with a valid Eurail Youth Pass.
Passenger will need to write Eurail Youth Pass number on ticket. Offer does not apply to Swiss, German or
France national passes or on Balkans and Eastern Europe passes.

e 60+: Must be over 60 years of age.

o Britrail Guest Pass: The Britrail Guest Pass entitles both the International traveller and the British resident
travelling with him/her to benefit from a 25% discount on the adult fare. The UK Guest passenger must travel with
the Pass holder at all times and provide proof of residence upon request.

Britrail Party Passes: Applies to the 3rd to 9th passengers travelling together at all times. First 2 passengers pay
Full adult fares and passengers 3-9 pay the reduced Party Pass fare.

e A 50% discount is granted for the third to ninth adult travelling together in a group at all times.
e 1st or 2nd class.

e Adults only

e Discount is granted on Adult fares only. No Senior, Youth or Child Party Passes.

e The Free Child Offer does not apply to Britrail Party Passes.

Conditions
GENERAL CONDITIONS:
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e Permanent residents of the United Kingdom are not eligible to purchase or use a Britrail pass.

e Passes must be validated prior to boarding the first train/ use of travel bonus.

e Passes are actual travel documents and do not need to be exchanged.

e Passes must be validated within 6 months of issue date

e Reservation fees are an additional charge and not inclusive in the cost of the pass.

e The conditions of use and refund policy are the same as the BritRail Pass / BritRail England Pass.The Britrail
Guest Pass is not available with the "Party Pass" or with Senior and youth fares.

e What is the 7pm rule?
- If your train departs before 19.00 hrs (7 pm), you need to use two travel days
- If you are travelling on a direct night train (with no connections or layovers) that departs after 19.00 hrs (7 pm)
and arrives after 04.00 hrs (4 am), you only need to use one day (the day of arrival).
Please note: your Pass must be valid on the day of departure and arrival.

Comprehensive conditions of use can be found on the ticket cover.

Refunds

e Britrail Passes must be presented unused and not validated for refund.
e A 25% cancellation fee plus GST (only in Australia) applies to totally unused or not validated passes returned
within 6 months of issue date.
